After extensive growth and development, the original
bulldlngs for worshlp, Christian education, social activi-
tles, and the pastor's home were replaced with the build-
ings as they now stand on that street corner. Yet those
same concerns and caring for the people of Canton and
Highlandtown extend from the past into the present and
future as this church ministers in new ways to the people
of this area of Baltimore. Using a representative form of
local church government, ties to the larger church are by
congregational decision and member participateion or
election.
