A BRIEF HISTORY OF OUR CHURCH. 
The first meeting for .the organization of the German United 

Evangelical Church of Canton was held September 14, 1873. The 
above name was adopted and the following first Board of Trustees 
elected: ·William Zimmerman, President; John A. Schwartz, Sec­
retary; John Ulrich, Treasurer: George \: orris, Henry Guenther, 
Louis Kiefer, Henry Moll, H. L. Boeschee, Samuel N itzel, Chas. 
J. Spruth, 1M. F. Reinhard, R. V/inkelmann , Rev. Dr. Andrew 
Schwartz, pastor. Three days later another meeting was held, in 
which it was reso!Yed , to bui~d a church. October 5, the contract 
was awarded to E. vV. Robinson and 104 feet of -ground leased. 
The cornerstone could already be laid two weeks later, October 19. 
Before the completion and dedication of the church, April 12, 1874, 
our present two bills were contracted for and a pipe organ. 

The Sunday School was organized two years· later, :;\;lay 9, 
1882, the present steeple was contracted for with ·::\fr. Vv. Zimmer­
mann and dedicated in September. A little later the clock was in­
stalled. 

Some time in :darch, 1885, no date is given in the minutes. 
fire destroyed the school bui lding. Happi ly no lives were lost. 
The present hall took its place and was built by day labor. 

For some time past the need of a parsonage was felt, but some­
how the carrying out of the project was deferred to some future 
time. This time came in September, 1897, when it was passed that 
such a home be built. The house was dedicated April. 1898, thu s 
adding another valuable proµerty. 

During the summer of 1903 the congregation made extensive 
improvements in the interior of the church-frescoing, new pews, 
etc.-to the extent of $5',000. A year later 104 feet of leased ground 
were bought at a reasonable figure. • 

Another great improvement was made to our church two years 
ago by the installation of art windows. Our indefatigable Ladies ' 
A id Society led in this improvement and had the beautiful windows • 
in the church front and steep le installed. A few years before the 
same Society presented the church with the fine mural painting of 
Christ for the chancel niche. L,ater the memorial ,vindows in the 
interior were added . by the Sunday School, League and various 
benevolent friends. 

At this time of jubilation we are again deeply grateful to our 
Ladies' Aid for the splendid gift of the beautiful electric fixtures 
and rearrangement of lighting. May the Lord bless th e ladies a 
thousandfold for their love and devotion to God's house! They 
deserve our praises fully. The lights add largely to the beauty of 
the interior with the frescoe work, so ab ly carried out by the Mr. 
Otto Dubrau. Brother George Himmelmann completed the inter­
ior work in a fine manner. 

There were but three pastors during these 44 years, the Rev. 
Dr. Andrew Schwartz, the Rev. Paul A. Menzel and the present 
one. The congregation possesses a valuable prope1·ty, which i:; 
fr ee of debt. For all His manifold blessings we give honor and 
praise to God!
