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PART I

Jesus taketh with him Peter, and James, and John, and
leadeth them up into an high mountain apart by themselves:
and he was transfigured before them. And his raiment be-
came shining, exceeding white as snow; so as no fuller on
earth can white them. And there appeared unto them Elias
with Moses: and they were talking with Jesus. And Peter
answered and said to Jesus, Master, it is good for us to be
here: and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and
one for Moses, and one for Elias. For he wist not what to
say; for they were sore afraid. And there was a cloud that
overshadowed them: and a voice came out of the cloud,
saying, This is my beloved Son: hear him. And suddenly,
when they had looked round about, they saw no man any
more, save Jesus only with themselves. And as they came
down from the mountain, he charged them that they should
tell no man what things they had seen, till the Son of man
were risen from the dead. And they kept that saying with
themselves, questioning one with another what the rising
from the dead should mean. Mark 9: 2-10.

And they departed thence, and passed through Galilee;
and he would not that any man should know it. For he
taught his disciples, and said unto them, The Son of man
is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him;
and after that he is killed, he shall rise the third day. But
they understood not that saying, and were afraid to ask
him. And he came to Capernaum: and being in the house,
he asked them, What was it that ye disputed among your-
selves by the way? But they held their peace: for by the




way they had disputed among themselves, who should be
the greatest. And he sat down, and called the twelve, and
saith unto them, If any man desire to be first, the same
shall be last of all, and servant of all. And he took a child,
and set him in the midst of them: and when he had taken
him in his arms, he said unto them, Whosoever shall re-
ceive one of such children in my name, receiveth me: and
whosoever shall receive me, receiveth not me, but him that
sent me. Mark 9: 30-37.

And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one
running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master,
what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life? And Jesus
said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none
good but one, that is, God. Thou knowest the command-
ments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal,
Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy father
and mother. And he answered and said unto him, Master,
all these have I observed from my youth. Then Jesus, be-
holding him, loved him, and said unto him, One thing thou
lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to
the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come,
take up the cross, and follow me. And he was sad at that
saying, and went away grieved: for he had great posses-
sions. And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his
disciples, How hardly shall they that have riches enter into
the kingdom of God!

And they came to Jericho: and as he went out of Jericho
with his disciples and a great number of people, blind
Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the highway side
begging. And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth,
he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou son of David, have
mercy on me. And many charged him that he should hold
his peace: but he cried the more a great deal, Thou son of
David, have mercy on me. And Jesus stood still, and com-
manded him to be called. And they call the blind man, say-
ing unto him, Be of good comfort, rise; he calleth thee.
And he, casting away his garment, rose, and came to Jesus.
And Jesus answered and said unto him, What wilt thou
that 1 should do unto thee? The blind man said unto him,
Lord, that I might receive my sight. And Jesus said unto
him, Go thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. And
immediately he received his sight, and followed Jesus in
the way. Mark 10: 17-23 and 46-52.
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PART 11

When they came nigh to Jerusalem, unto Bethphage and
Bethany, at the mount of Olives, he sendeth forth two of his
disciples, and saith unto them, Go your way into the village
over against you: and as soon as ye be entered into it, ye
shall find a colt tied, whereon never man sat; loose him, and
bring him. And if any man say unto you, Why do ye this?
say ye that the Lord hath need of him; and straightway
he will send him hither. And they went their way, and
found the colt tied by the door without in a place where two
ways met; and they loose him. And certain of them that
stood there said unto them, What do ye, loosing the colt?
And they said unto them even as Jesus had commanded:
and they let them go. And they brought the colt to Jesus,
and cast their garments on him; and he sat upon him. And
many spread their garments in the way: and others cut
down branches off the trees, and strewed them in the way.
And they that went before, and they that followed, cried,
saying, Hosanna; Blessed is he that cometh in the name
of the Lord: Blessed be the kingdom of our father David,
that cometh in the name of the Lord: Hosanna in the high-
est. And Jesus entered into Jerusalem, and unto the temple:
and when he had looked round about upon all things, and
now the eventide was come, he went out unto Bethany with
the twelve. Mark 11: 1-11.

After two days was the feast of the passover, and of un-
leavened bread: and the chief priests and the scribes sought
how they might take him by craft, and put him to death.
But they said, Not on the feast day, lest there be an uproar
of the people. And being in Bethany, in the house of Simon
the leper, as he sat at meat, there came a woman having an
alabaster box of ointment of spikenard very precious; and
she brake the box, and poured it on his head. And there
were some that had indignation within themselves, and said,
Why was this waste of the ointment made? For it might
have been sold for more than three hundred pence, and have
been given to the poor. And they murmured against her.
And Jesus said, Let her alone; why trouble ye her? she hath
wrought a good work on me. For ye have the poor with
you always, and whensoever ye will ye may do them good:
but me ye have not always. She hath done what she could:
she is come aforehand to anoint my body to the burying.
Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be
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preached throughout the whole world, this also that she
hath done shall be spoken of for a memorial of her.

And Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve, went unto the chief
priests, to betray him unto them. And when they heard it,
they were glad, and promised to give him money. And he
sought how he might conveniently betray him.

And the first day of unleavened bread, when they killed
the passover, his disciples said unto him, Where wilt thou
that we go and prepare that thou mayest eat the passover?
And he sendeth forth two of his disciples, and saith unto
them, Go ye into the city, and there shall meet you a man
bearing a pitcher of water: follow him. And wheresoever
he shall go in, say ye to the goodman of the house, The Mas-
ter saith, Where is the guestchamber, where I shall eat the
passover with my disciples? And he will shew you a large
upper room furnished and prepared: there make ready for
us. And his disciples went forth, and came into the city, and
found as he had said unto them: and they made ready the
passover. And in the evening he cometh with the twelve.
And as they sat and did eat, Jesus said, Verily I say unto
you, One of you which eateth with me shall betray me. And
they began to be sorrowful, and to say unto him one by one,
Is it I? and another said, Is it I? And he answered and said
unto them, It is one of the twelve, that dippeth with me in
the dish. The Son of man indeed goeth, as it is written of
him: but woe to that man by whom the Son of man is be-
trayed! good were it for that man if he had never been born.

And as they did eat, Jesus took bread, and blessed, and
brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take, eat: this is my
body. And he took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he
gave it to them: and they all drank of it. And he said unto
them, This is my blood of the new testament, which is shed
for many. Verily I say unto you, I will drink no more of
the fruit of the vine, until that day that I drink it new in
the kingdom of God. Mark 14: 1-25.

And supper being ended, the devil having now put into
the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, to betray him:
Jesus knowing that the Father had given all things into his
hands, and that he was come from God, and went to God;
He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and
took a towel, and girded himself. After that he poureth
water into a basin, and began to wash the disciples’ feet,
and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded.
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Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him,
Lord, dost thou wash my feet? Jesus answered and said
unto him, What I do thou knowest not now ; but thou shalt
know hereafter. Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never
wash my feet. Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou
hast no part with me. Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord,
not my feet only, but also my hands and my head. Jesus
saith to him, He that is washed needeth not save to wash
his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not
all. For he knew who should betray him; therefore said
he, Ye are not all clean. So after he had washed their feet,
and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he
said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call
me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am. If I
then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye
also ought to wash one another’s feet. For I have given
you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.
Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater
than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that
sent him. If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do
them. John 13:2-17.




PART III

There were certain Greeks among them that came up to
worship at the feast: The same came therefore to Philip,
which was of Bethsaida of Galilee, and desired him, saying,
Sir, we would see Jesus. Philip cometh and telleth Andrew :
and again Andrew and Philip tell Jesus. And Jesus an-
swered them, saying, The hour is come, that the Son of
man should be glorified. Verily, verily, I say unto you,
Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it
abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.
He that loveth his life shall lose it; and he that hateth his
life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal. If any man
serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall
also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my
Father honour. Now is my soul troubled; and what shall
I say? Father, save me from this hour: but for this cause
came I unto this hour. Father, glorify thy name. Then
came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified
it, and will glorify it again. John 12: 20-28.

Jesus said, Now is the Son of man glorified, and God is
glorified in him. If God be glorified in him, God shall also
glorify him in himself, and shall straightway glorify him.
Little children, yet a little while I am with you. Ye shall
seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye can-
not come; so now I say to you. A new commandment I give
unto you, that ye love one another; as I have loved you,
that ye also love one another. By this shall all men know
that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.
Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus
answered him, Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now;
but thou shalt follow me afterwards. Peter said unto him,
Lord, why cannot I follow thee now? I will lay down my
life for thy sake. Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down
thy life for my sake? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, The
cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.

Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe
also in me. In my Father’s house are many mansions: if it
were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place
for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will
come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am,
there ye may be also. And whither I go ye know, and the
way ye know. Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not
whither thou goest, and how can we know the way? Jesus
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saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no
man cometh unto the Father, but by me. If ye had known
me, ye should have known my Father also: and from hence-
forth ye know him, and have seen him. Philip saith unto
him, Lord, shew us the Father, and it sufficeth us. Jesus
saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet
hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath
seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us the
Father? Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and
the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak
not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth
the works. John 13: 31b—14: 10.

Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Geth-
semane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here, while I
go and pray yonder. And he took with him Peter and the
two sons of Zebedee, and began to be sorrowful and very
heavy. Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sor-
rowful, even unto death: tarry ye here, and watch with me,
And he went a little farther, and fell on his face, and prayed,
saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass
from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt. And
he cometh unto the disciples, and findeth them asleep, and
saith unto Peter, What, could ye not watch with me one
hour? Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation:
the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak. He went
away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O my
Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I
drink it, thy will be done. And he came and found them
asleep again: for their eyes were heavy. And he left them,
and went away again, and prayed the third time, saying
the same words. Then cometh he to his disciples, and saith
unto them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: behold, the
hour is at hand, and the Son of man is betrayed into the
hands of sinners. Rise, let us be going: behold, he is at
hand that doth betray me.

And while he yet spake, lo, Judas, one of the fwelve, came,
and with him a great multitude with swords and staves,
from the chief priests and elders of the people. Now he that
betrayed him gave them a sign, saying, Whomsoever I shall
kiss, that same is he: hold him fast. And forthwith he came
to Jesus, and said, Hail, master; and kissed him. And Jesus
said unto him, Friend, wherefore art thou come? Then came
they, and laid hands on Jesus, and took him. And, behold,
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one of them which were with Jesus stretched out his hand,
and drew his sword, and struck a servant of the high priest,
and smote off his ear. Then said Jesus unto him, Put up
again thy sword into his place: for all they that take the
sword shall perish with the sword. Thinkest thou that I
cannot now pray to my Father, and he shall presently give
me more than twelve legions of angels? But how then shall
the Scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be? In that
same hour said Jesus to the multitudes, Are ye come out
as against a thief with swords and staves for to take me?
I sat daily with you teaching in the temple, and ye laid no
hold on me. But all this was done, that the Scriptures of
the prophets might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples for-
800k him, and fled. Matthew 26: 36-56.



PArT IV

These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven,
and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that
thy Son also may glorify thee: As thou hast given him
power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as
many as thou hast given him. And this is life eternal, that
they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ,
whom thou hast sent. I have glorified thee on the earth: I
have finished the work which thou gavest me to do. And
now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with
the glory which I had with thee before the world was. I
have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest
me out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them
me; and they have kept thy word. Now they have known
that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are of thee.
For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest
me; and they have received them, and have known surely
that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou
didst send me. I pray for them: I pray not for the world,
but for them which thou hast given me; for they are thine.
And all mine are thine, and thine are mine; and I am glori-
fied in them. John 17: 1-10.

They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.
Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. As
thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent
them into the world. And for their sakes I sanctify myself,
that they also might be sanctified through the truth. Neither
pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe
on me through their word; that they all may be one; as
thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may
be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast
sent me. And the glory which thou gavest me I have given
them ; that they may be one, even as we are one: I in them,
and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and
that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast
loved them, as thou hast loved me. John 17: 16-23.

Then took they him, and led him, and brought him into
the high priest’s house. And Peter followed afar off. And
when they had kindled a fire in the midst of the hall, and
were set down together, Peter sat down among them. But
a certain maid beheld him as he sat by the fire, and earnestly
looked upon him, and said, This man was also with him.
And he denied him, saying, Woman, I know him not. And
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after a little while another saw him, and said, Thou art
also of them. And Peter said, Man, I am not. And about
the space of one hour after another confidently affirmed,
saying, Of a truth this fellow also was with him: for he is
a Galilaean. And Peter said, Man, I know not what thou
sayest. And immediately, while he yet spake, the cock crew.
And the Lord turned, and looked upon Peter. And Peter
remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said unto
him, Before the cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. And
Peter went out, and wept bitterly.

And the men that held Jesus mocked him, and smote him.
And when they had blindfolded him, they struck him on the
face, and asked him, saying, Prophesy, who is it that smote
thee? And many other things blasphemously spake they
against him.

And as soon as it was day, the elders of the people and
the chief priests and the scribes came together, and led
him into their council, saying, Art thou the Christ? tell us.
And he said unto them, If I tell you, ye will not believe:
And if T also ask you, ye will not answer me, nor let me go.
Hereafter shall the Son of man sit on the right hand of the
power of God. Then said they all, Art thou then the Son
of God? And he said unto them, Ye say that I am. And
they said, What need we any further witness? for we our-
selves have heard of his own mouth. Luke 22: 54-71.

Then Judas, which had betrayed him, when he saw that
he was condemned, repented himself, and brought again the
thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders, Say-
ing, I have sinned in that I have betrayed the innocent
blood. And they said, What is that to us? see thou to that.
And he cast down the pieces of silver in the temple, and
departed, and went and hanged himself. And the chief
priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not lawful for
to put them into the treasury, because it is the price of
blood. And they took counsel, and bought with them the
potter’s field, to bury strangers in. Wherefore that field
was called, The field of blood, unto this day. Then was ful-
filled that which was spoken by Jeremy the prophet, saying,
And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him
that was valued, whom they of the children of Israel did
value; and gave them for the potter’s field, as the Lord
appointed me. Matthew 27: 3-10.
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PArRT V

Straightway in the morning the chief priests held a con-
sultation with the elders and scribes and the whole council,
and bound Jesus, and carried him away, and delivered him
to Pilate. And Pilate asked him, Art thou the King of the
Jews? And he answering said unto him, Thou sayest it.
And the chief priests accused him of many things: but he
answered nothing. And Pilate asked him again, saying,
Answerest thou nothing ? behold how many things they wit-
ness against thee. But Jesus yet answered nothing; so that
Pilate marvelled. Now at that feast he released unto them
one prisoner, whomsoever they desired. And there was one
named Barabbas, which lay bound with them that had made
insurrection with him, who had committed murder in the
insurrection. And the multitude crying aloud began to de-
sire him to do as he had ever done unto them. But Pilate
answered them, saying, Will ye that I release unto you the
King of the Jews? For he knew that the chief priests had
delivered him for envy. But the chief priests moved the
people, that he should rather release Barabbas unto them.
And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will
ye then that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King
of the Jews? And they cried out again, Crucify him. Then
Pilate said unto them, Why, what evil hath he done? And
they cried out the more exceedingly, Crucify him. Mark
15: 1-14.

Then said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people,
I find no fault in this man. And they were the more fierce,
saying, He stirreth up the people, teaching throughout all
Jewry, beginning from Galilee to this place. When Pilate
heard of Galilee, he asked whether the man were a Galilaean.
And as soon as he knew that he belonged unto Herod’s
jurisdiction, he sent him to Herod, who himself also was
at Jerusalem at that time. And when Herod saw Jesus,
he was exceeding glad: for he was desirous to see him of
a long season, because he had heard many things of him;
and he hoped to have seen some miracle done by him. Then
he questioned with him in many words; but he answered
him nothing. And the chief priests and scribes stood and
vehemently accused him. And Herod with his men of war
set him at nought, and mocked him, and arrayed him in a
gorgeous robe, and sent him again to Pilate. Luke 23: 4-11.
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And Jesus stood before the governor: and the governor
asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And
Jesus said unto him, Thou sayest. And when he was ac-
cused of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing.
Then said Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how many
things they witness against thee? And he answered him
to never a word; insomuch that the governor marvelled
greatly. Now at that feast the governor was wont to re-
lease unto the people a prisoner, whom they would. And
they had then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. There-
fore when they were gathered together, Pilate said unto
them, Whom will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or
Jesus which is called Christ? For he knew that for envy
they had delivered him.

When he was set down on the judgment seat, his wife sent
unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just
man: for I have suffered many things this day in a dream
because of him. But the chief priests and elders persuaded
the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy
Jesus. The governor answered and said unto them, Whether
of the twain will ye that I release unto you? They said,
Barabbas. Pilate said unto them, What shall I do then with
Jesus which is called Christ? They all say unto him, Let him
be crucified. And the governor said, Why, what evil hath he
done? But they cried out the more, saying, Let him be
crucified.

When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that
rather a tumult was made, he took water, and washed his
hands before the multitude, saying, I am innocent of the
blood of this just person: see ye to it. Then answered all the
people, and said, His blood be on us, and on our children.
Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had
scourged Jesus, he delivered him to be crucified. Then the
soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall,
and gathered unto him the whole band of soldiers. And
they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. And
when they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon
his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the
knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of
the Jews! And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and
smote him on the head. And after that they had mocked
him, they took the robe off from him, and put his own
raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him. Matthew
27:11-31.
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PARrT VI

As they led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon, a
Cyrenian, coming out of the country, and on him they laid
the cross, that he might bear it after Jesus. And there
followed him a great company of people, and of women,
which also bewailed and lamented him. But Jesus turning
unto them said, Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me,
but weep for yourselves, and for your children. For, be-
hold, the days are coming, in the which they shall say,
Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bare, and
the paps which never gave suck. Then shall they begin to
say to the mountains, Fall on us; and to the hills, Cover
us. For if they do these things in a green tree, what shall
be done in the dry? And there were also two others, male-
factors, led with him to be put to death. Luke 23: 26-32.

And when they were come unto a place called Golgotha,
that is to say, a place of the skull, they gave him vinegar to
drink mingled with gall: and when he had tasted thereof,
he would not drink. And they set up over his head his ac-
cusation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING OF THE
JEWS. Matthew 27: 33-834 and 37.

And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also with
them derided him, saying, He saved others; let him save
himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God. And the soldiers
also mocked him. Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them;
for they know mot what they do. And they parted his rai-
ment, and cast lots. And one of the malefactors which were
hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thy-
self and us. But the other answering rebuked him, saying,
Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the same con-
demnation? And we indeed justly; for we receive the due
reward of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss.
And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou
comest into thy kingdom. And Jesus said unto him, Verily
I say unto thee, Today shalt thow be with me in paradise.
Luke 23: 35-36, 34, and 39-43.

Now there stood by the cross of Jesus his mother, and
his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Cleophas, and Mary
Magdalene. When Jesus therefore saw his mother, and the
disciple standing by whom he loved, he saith unto his
mother, Woman, behold thy son! Then saith he to the dis-
ciple, Behold thy mother! And from that hour that dis-
ciple took her unto his own home. John 19: 25-27.
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And it was about the sixth hour, and there was a dark-
ness over all the earth until the ninth hour. And the sun
was darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in the
midst. Luke 23: 44-45.

And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice,
saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God,
my God, why hast thou forsaken me? Matthew 27: 46.

After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now ac-
complished that the Scripture might be fulfilled, saith, I
thirst. Now there was set a vessel full of vinegar: and they
filled a sponge with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and
put it to his mouth. When Jesus therefore had received the
vinegar, he said, It is finished. John 19: 28-30a.

And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, he said,
Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: and having
said thus, he gave up the ghost. Luke 23: 46.
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Part VII

And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from
the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the
rocks rent; and the graves were opened; and many bodies
of the saints which slept arose, and came out of the graves
after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and ap-
peared unto many. Now when the centurion, and they that
were with him, watching Jesus, saw the earthquake, and
those things that were done, they feared greatly, saying,
Truly this was the Son of God. And many women were
there beholding afar off, which followed Jesus from Galilee,
ministering unto him: among which was Mary Magdalene,
and Mary the mother of James and Joses, and the mother
of Zebedee’s children. When the even was come, there
came a rich man of Arimathaea, named Joseph, who also
himself was Jesus’ disciple: He went to Pilate, and begged
the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded the body to be
delivered. And when Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped
it in a clean linen cloth, and laid it in his own new tomb,
which he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great
stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed. And there
was Mary Magdalene, and the other Mary, sitting over
against the sepulchre.

Now the next day, that followed the day of the prepara-
tion, the chief priests and Pharisees came together unto
Pilate, saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver said,
while he was yet alive, After three days I will rise again.
Command therefore that the sepulchre be made sure until
the third day, lest his disciples come by night, and steal him
away, and say unto the people, He is risen from the dead:
so the last error shall be worse than the first. Pilate said
unto them, Ye have a watch: go your way, make it as sure
as ye can. So they went, and made the sepulchre sure, seal-
ing the stone, and setting a watch. Matthew 27: 51-66.
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
