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Father’s Day

Recently, I heard a young man say, “ Any male
can be a father, but not every father is a dad.” This
statement speaks to the responsibility that comes with
fatherhood. The word fatherhood implies a kinship, a
close connection, or relationship between the child
and their father. So close of a relationship, that there
is ownership between the father and child, that they
claim each other. Being a father is easy, but being a
dad takes commitment, it takes a willingness to wear
the mantle that comes with fatherhood.

As we look at some of the woes of our society,
we can see much of it stemming from the neglect of
fatherhood. We see adolescents joining gangs,
because many of them say the gang serves to function
as a surrogate parent. We see huge amounts of our
nation’s resources going to force men to assume the
responsibility of fatherhood, as the legal system track:
down “deadbeat dads.”

The list of ills goes on and on. If you have been
able to call your father, Dad, then you have been
blessed. And so it is appropriate that we fill the page:
of this book with the names of those Dads who have
blessed many lives. This is just one of the ways we
can tell others how proud, and thankful we are, that
we had a Dad.

Jesus often talked about his Father as well,
telling us many things about the Father in heaven. In
Matthew 5:9, Jesus tells us that when we talk to the
Father, we are to say “Our Father in heaven. . .” Jesus



was telling us that we are to call the Heavenly Father,
our Father. That we are to understand that there is a
kinship, a very close connection, such that we can
claim ownership between ourselves and God the
Father.

The word for Father that Jesus used was Abba,
it is an-Aramaic term that conveys familial intimacy.
Jesus was telling us that we are to know the Heavenly
Father as our Heavenly Dad. On this Father's Days, it
may be that your Dad is deceased; or that you find
yourself in the role of caretaker for your Dad instead
of the other way around; or perhaps you never knew
a Dad, only a father. Whatever the case, Jesus’ words
reassure us that we have a Heavenly Dad who claims
us, and cares for us. May we count all our Dads in

our blessings on this day.
