In gsseneg, the Chureh, likg the God it worships, is begond
definition.

We have all heard over and over again that the
Chareh is not a building, the Chureh is the people in the
building. {ind yet the Church is so much morg than our
gatherings on Sunday morning. The Chureh is whergver and
whengver 2 or 3 arg gathgred in the namg of Christ. {dnd atil!
there is morg to the Chureh than worship. s we arg in
worship right now, thg Church somgwhere is feeding the
hungry; right now the Chureh somgwhere is protecting the
helplgss; right now the Church somegwhere is at rest beeausg
it is night.

Totenfest tells us that begond this horizontal
compongnt of the Churceh whiceh is spread out across the
garth, there is also a vertical compongnt. That whilg we arg
busy being the Chureh in all sorts of places and in all sorts
of ways, wg arg conngeted to a Chureh that is begond this
dimgnsion. In Revelation, John gives us a glimpse of this
dimgnsion as he talks about the multitude from gvery nation
standing beforg the throng of the lsamb.

The Book of Revelation is choek-full of symbolism.
dymbols arg ways through which we gxpress oursglves
whgn thegrg arg not gnough words. Symbols convey a truth
about God that is simply begond dgfinition. The vertical
Chureh is somgthing that can not be defined, and so in
Revelation we arg givgn symbols,

lsook around theg sanetuary and rgfleet on our
Christian symbols: thg cross, the baptismal font, the bread
and the wing. Thesg items spgak to us without saying a



word. For Totgnfest we also usg symbois. s we celegbrate
our communion with the vertical Chureh, we light candles to
signify a trath beyond words.

Faith is a willingness to aceept this mystery of God, &
mystery that will ngver be gxplaingd until we become a part
of that vertical Chareh. 7ind yet [ think it is our naturg to
seek for a morg definitive understanding on which to hang
our hopgs. rid so in theg midst of all the symbols and the
mysiery of this day, | leave gou with thg words which Christ
spokg 1o John in thg midst of his revelation; “Behold, fam
making all things ngw.” May thegsg words bring you peacg in
your communion with thg daints.
