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This year, the first Sunday of March
is Transfiguration Sunday. The transfigura-
tion of Jesus marked a tumning point for his
life. After that event, Jesus began his jour-
ney to Jerusalem, the place where he knew
he would meet death. He literally went from
a mountain top experience to face the low-
est point in his life. Luke tells us that soon
after the transfiguration, Jesus “set his face
to go to Jerusalem.” The Greek used in that
passage points to someone who was reso-
lute, that there was a firmness in his pur-
pose. Jesus had firmiy established that he
would go to Jerusalem.

This “setting” of oneself towards a
destiny is what Lent is all about. We, like
Jesus, are invited to enter this journey a few
days after Transfiguration Sunday, as Lent
begins on the Wednesday following. Lentis
characterized as a time of self-denial, as
people are encouraged to fast from indul-
gences, or to increase time devoted to spiri-
tual practices.

As you
enter Lent and
consider the no-
tion of fasting or
praying more, |
encourage you to -
ask the question
“What is my
Lenten destiny?” Jesus' destiny was not
simply to go to Jerusalem, but his destiny
was to participate in something that would
change him, something that would change

all who knew him, and that would change
the entire world forever. Jesus had “set
his face...” his face here refemring to his
whole personage, not just his physical
body. In the same way our Lenten prac-
tice is meant
not simply to
get us to Easter
when we can
retumn to busi-
ness as usual,
but to engage
us in something
which will
change who we
are, change all
who know us, and in that way change the
world around us.

This Lent we are invited to join
Jesus in resolutely setting ourselves to-
wards our own Jerusalem, the place where
we know we will be changed. To accom-
pany you in this journey, you will find in
this Endeavor, a daily Lenten devotional
compiled from the works of C.S. Lewis.
My prayer for all of us, is that along the
way, we will be given the words that will
strengthen us in this journey which leads
to a death.
