Pastor’s Megssage I

Believe and Know

Someone in the church recently
told me that Lent was their fa-
vorite time of the church year.
Even though they couldnt put
into words why they felt that way,
| knew exactly what they meant.
Holy Week contains the essence
of our faith. Within the events of
Holy Week we find the basic
components of our creed: He
came, He died, He rose.

Qur English word creed comes
from the Latin word credo which
means “to believe.” Every week
in worship we say ‘| believe...” |
find Holy Week to be special
because we re-live what it is we
believe.

The days of Lent which lead us
into Holy Week prepare us for the
challenge of our faith. John's
Gospel tells us that when Jesus
began to teach that he was the
Bread of Life and the Way to the
Father, many who were following
him tumed back and no longer
went with him. Even the disciples
complained to Jesus that this
teaching was difficult. Jesus
gave the disciples the option to
leave. Peter answered him, “We
have come to believe and know
that you are the Hold One of
God.” Even though they may not
have understood what Jesus was
trying to tell them about the jour-
ney ahead, they had come to
believe in him.

In Lent we too have the option to tum
back, or choose to believe that Jesus is
the Holy One of God. It feels like a
precarious choice, because like the first
disciples we may nct understand fully what
we are asked to believe. [f in our lack of

understanding we tumn

away, then we may
never know if what he
says is true. But if we
choose to believe and
go to the Jerusalem
where Jesus will lead
us, we will necessarily

endure betrayal and

crucifixion, and then be

asked to wait in hope that on the third day
we will experience a resurrection. Either
option feels risky.

Perhaps that is why there is such excite-
ment attached with Lent, because we are
involved in a risk. Even though we know,
through our faith, that this risk pays off,
what we don't know is how it will pay off.
On the first Easter moming, the believers
never thought their risking to believe
would bring them to an empty tomb. The
same is with us every Lent. We enter Lent
excitingly knowing that Easter moming
awaits us with the promise of an unex-
pected pay off if we are courageous
enough to believe.

My prayer is that we will not tum back and
fall away from the chalienge of faith, but
that we will be courageous enough to be-
lieve so that we may know the joy of
resurrection in each of our lives.
