Founded in 1873 by German immigrants, this church is
inexorably tied to the history and lives of Canton and
Highlandtown in southeast Baltimore. 2023 marked our
sesquicentennial anniversary (150) which we celebrate and
honor today.

It ends with the
program for this evening’s dinner and celebration at the
American Legion Hall in Dundalk (see page XX for a map and
directions).
