I have been wondering during the 
past f fffl days if you would be kind enough to grant me a 
short interview at that time or at any other time that 
you may deem more advisable . I appreciate that you 
have quite a task on your hands, taking over the position 
of president of such a lovely congregation, and that there 
are many things that must be attended, especially in view 
of the pastor's resignation.
