A Way of Healing

n important part of the Palliative Care Ministry at

Christian Medical College Hospital in Vellore, India, is a

weekly healing service in the hospital chapel,” related

missionary John Lunn. “In this service, we become a direct
expression for the healing ministry of Christ, but healing

does not necessarily mean cure, The scrvice is conducted in
English; however, most of those present speak either Tamil

or Bengali, and many are Hindu or Muslim. The service

begins with a handful of peaple, but the small handful we started with often
grows to thirty or forty people coming forward for the laying on of hands,
prayers and anointing. I'm not sure where they come from; I simply assume that

God wanted them to be there.

Many of the requests are in 'Tamil, Bengali or Hindi. I catch a few medical terms
like ‘surgery’ or ‘cancer’ or ‘pain’ and see them pointing to their head or stomach
or to a dressing or bandage. I don’t fully understand their requests, as they don't
understand the words of my prayer in English. Fortunately, God hears and
understands us both. It is a humbling experience as people lean down to touch
my feet. My feet may not be that beautiful, but I'm reminded that I do bring

good news. Often, 1 enter this service wondering if
there will be anyone there to participate. Leaving, |
give thanks to God for allowing me the opportunity
to serve.” In this season of Lent we are reminded to
seek our own unique ways to serve others.

We pray that doctors, nurses, teachers, parents,
friends and each of us, will know the right time to
offer a healing touch, word, prayer or hug to another.

[}t seems hard to belicve that I have been in Guatemala for
a few weeks now. When I left the United States, | was both
excited and scared. I will admit that most of the time, the
scared part of me would take over. I was scared of the
unknown, of coming to a foreign land, of changing my life
completely, of being in danger, of being alone, and of
having made the wrong decision. 1 would iay awake at night
wondering whether this was right. However, as 1 stepped off the plane
in Guatemala into the hustle and bustle of the Guatemnaian capital city,
a feeling of relicf washed over me as I realized that all those fears had
just been cold feet,

While there is still so much I have to learn, the most dominant feeling
still lodged in my spirit is the hope that emanates from the people
around me. Every day I am floored by the glow in their cyes that shows
a hope [ cannot yet grasp, but spurs me on. [ am here to work together
with the Guaternalan people and my friends; to be in community in
spirit and deed. Author Paulo Coetho writes, “It is necessary to run
risks, We are going to have difficult moments, but it is all passing. In
the future we will be able to look back with pride and faith. So here I
am, a few weeks later with pride and faith in my decision, and a new
love for this country. What will the next step hold? There is no
definitive answer, but it is an exciling vncertainty.

We pray for those stepping out as missionaries for the first time.

From Story Telling
to Shalom

0 thought I was late as I jogged up the grassy hill to the
Discipleship Center where we had met many times during
the Summer Peacebuilding Institute. During our first
session here at Eastern Mennonite University in Virginia,

I spent time with Su Bay, a student from Vietnam who
shared with me stories of growing up in a country withered by bombs and the
violence of war. But last week Su shared with me the fallout from a different
kind of bomb. As if tearing the words out of her soul, she quietly said, “Iny
mother died last night” Then she fell into my arms weeping,

Although Su Bay is Buddhist, she attended a Catholic school in Vietnam, and
welcomed the idea of having a service at the same time her family would be
celebrating a Buddhist ceremony in Vietnam, eleven time zones away. So there
we were, new friends from around the world gathering for a memorial mass
led by a Jesuit priest from one of the French speaking African countries for a
Buddhist woman on the other side of the globe.

After that evening, I wondered if our previous conversations established a
relationship Su could depend on in this time of grief. Did she see me as a
surrogate family because she had trusted me to hold the stories of her
childhood? Perhaps in brief moments, the curtain that stretches between our
physical and spiritual realms pulls back, and we are able to glance at what peace
might look like. If so, T had the privilege of living for 2 moment in “Shalom”
because of a Catholic mass for a Buddhist mother at a Protestant school.

We pray that we may become compassionate “storykeepers” for one another.

Council President’'s Report

As we embark upon the last quarter of 2004 at United, we need to reflect upon where
we have been and where we are going. Unfortunately, numbers represent the primary
barometer used t 0 measure one’s current position or status, or in this case, the
financial position or status of our church.

At the end of August 2003, we had an income of $106,738 and expenses of $114,503
for a deficit of $7765. As of August 31, 2004 we had an income of $94,748 and
expenses of $122,121 for a deficit of $27,373. The net worth of all our funds has
decreased from $149,287 in August of 2003 to $141,564 in August of 2004 for a net
loss of $7723. This is further compounded by having to transfer $11,000 from our
savings accounts to the checking account this month in order to be able to write checks
to cover our current expenses.

A few members have raised concerns about the use of our church by outside groups.
Some of these may be legitimate; however, for the most part there are no problems that
cannot be overcome. Anytime you have a situation in which there is shared usage
whether it is a building, toys, a kitchen, or whatever, instances will arise in which one
party feels the other party is abusing the situation. | can assure you that the Church
Council is taking the necessary steps to eliminate or minimize these conflicts to insure
that our facilities are not being misused or that members of our congregation are not
being placed in jeopardy. We must keep in mind that without the extra income from
Sprint, the Hispanic church, and the other organizations using our facilities, our financial
picture would be even more of a concern than it is at present.

In the past, the Sour Beef Dinner had been a source of income that has helped us over
the financial hump, and we are confident that this year’s profits will help a great deal.
We are uncertain as to the amount of profit we can expect, as we've had to change to
carry-out only due to insufficient volunteers to serve the lunch and dinner.

At the November congregational meeting we will be electing new council members.
There are three council members that must go off the council because of the number of
consecutive years served and three members that can be re-elected. So, we need at
least three members of the congregation who are willing to run for the council.

Our church cannot function, survive, and grow without the help, support and
involvement of the entire congregational family. We sincerely hope that each of you will
do some soul searching and step forward to offer your help and guidance in helping to
stabilize the future of our church.

May God's power, peace, and spirit be with each of you and your families.

®:- day, a petite, frail woman came to the Relief Center
for assistance. She told me she was from Sierra Leone but
was now living as a refugee in Ghana. Although she
looked a bit sickly and her face showed some strain, there
was something bright in her eyes,

In Ghana, refugees are seen as troublemakers and burdens  pegina

on society. This woman had been the wife of a diplomat, TAYLOR OSE
and it was apparent that she was well educated. During a

violent uprising against the government, she had seen her husband and one
of their children tortured. Later, her husband was killed and their home
destroyed by fire. Tears came to both our eyes as she spoke. She told me the
only way she could protect her children was to flee with them on foot taking
only the clothes they were wearing,

They walked for days at a time through rugged mountains and harsh desert
terrain, never knowing where or how they would eat, but trusting in God
who always saw themn through. As she talked, my mind reeled. How did they
survive the heat, the endless miles? How did they eat? Bathe? After finally
reaching (Ghana, she became critically ill, and told me it was only through the
grace and power of God that she is alive today. This former diplomat’s wife is
grateful to be well enough to work as a washwoman for another family, so she
can take care of her own children

sustains us.

Joseph, Matthew, and the Church

s modern readers ponder the opening scene of
Matthew’s story, some may be struck by the similarity
of Joseph's quandary and their own. We want to “do the
right thing,” and we believe that somehow it is revealed
in the Bible. We may belong to a church that claims to
accept the Bible as the norm for its faith and practice and, yet,
sensc that the “Christian thing to do” does not follow the Jetter of the Bible,
There are some biblical commands that many churches, in all good conscience and with reverence of the
Bible as the Word of God, simply do not obey. Thesc are not only such matters as the washing of feet (John
13:12-17) and holy kisses (1 Corinthians 16:20), but in more basic dircctions concerning diverce (Mark 10:
1-12) and houschold structure and lines of authority (1 Peter 3;1-6). Matthew writes for such a church. As
Jewish Christians who had always reverenced the Law, they sometimes found themselves torn between
strict adherence to the letter of the Torah and the supreme demand of love to which their new faith called
them (22:39-40). If they neglected the Law, they were accused by others, and perhaps by themselves, of
rejecting Bible and tradition as the “unrighteous.” But Joseph is pictured as “righteous,” even though he
had decided to act out of care for anather person’s dignity rather than strictly adhere to the Law. As it
turned out, Joseph did not have to carry through on his decision, but the point is made: Matthew wants to
instruct his church in being “righteous” (just, committed to justice) in a way that respects both the Law of
the Bible and the Christian orientation to love, even if it seems to violate the Law. How this can be done,
Matthew does not here tell us, but the first story has made contact with a live issue in Matthew’s church
and in ours, and readers of Matthew will have their eyes open for further light. Thus Matthew’s meaning
for this story cannot be appropriated until one has worked through the Sermon on the Mount, indeed
unti] one has worked through the Gospel as a whole. (And this is true for every pericope in Matthew!)
Thus Joseph stands, at the beginning of Matthew’s gospel, as a model of what Matthew hopes for
all disciples - indeed, for cach reader of the gospel. Joseph is already facing the “you-have-heard-that-
it-was-said-but-I-say-to-you” tension that will be displayed in the Sermon on the Mount (5:21-48) ~ the
tension between the prevailing understanding of God’s commandments and the new thing that God is
doing in Jesus. By Joseph's decision to obey the startling and unexpected command of God, he is already
living the heart of the law and not its letter, already living out the new and higher righteousness of the
kingdom (5:20). In a difficult moral situation, he attends to the voice of God, and he is willing to set aside
his previous understanding of God’s will in favour of this word from the living and saving God.
