THE HISTORY OF FATHER'S DAY

In 1909 in Spokane, Washington, Sonara Smart Dodd was
listening to a Mother's Day sermon. Her mother had died
and her father had raised his six children on his own. In

her eyes, her father was courageous, selfless, and loving,
and she wanted her father to know how special he was to

her. Choosing the month of June because her father was
born in June, Sonara chose to hold the first Father's Day
in Spokane on June 19, 1910.

In 1924 President Calvin Coolidge proclaimed the 3™
Sunday in June as Father's Day.



Words of a Father

In the Gospels, Jesus used many words to describe his
heavenly Father. Some of those words are: wise, gracious,
intimately close, strong, loving, compassionate, just, gentle,
merciful. On this Father's day, | invite you to take a few minutes to
think of the words that you would use to describe your father.

While you may use some of the words Jesus did, you
probably wouldn’t use them all; no one is meant to be all things.
God has gifted everyone differently. Perhaps your father was quiet
and gentle; perhaps your father was fun-loving and boisterous;
perhaps your father was serious and strong. Or perhaps you would
not use any of Jesus’ words for your father. Instead words like
alcoholic, abusive, or absent come to mind when vou think of your
father.

it is with thanksgiving that we can piace some of these
words which Jesus used next to the names of the men who appear
in this book. For those of us who can do this, the loss of such a

man from our lives leaves an emptiness; the realization of lost love.

For those of us who can not use Jesus’ words, there too is an
emptiness; the desire to know a father like Jesus'.

As you think of words for your father, | invite you to hear
words of your Father uttered in scripture for you.

“From the very beginning | have called you by name. You are mine
and | am yours. You are precious in my sight, and honored, and
love you. | have counted every hair on your head, and have carved
you in the palms of my hands. Wherever you go, | go with you,
wherever you are, | will be. Nothing will ever separate us. You
belong to me.”

May these words be what fills any emptiness which this day may
bring.

When we find ourselves in the midst of anguish over
the losses in our lives, it can be hard to remember the other
side of the paradox, the side that tells us that love is also
present with the pain, And so we are continually invited to




come to Christ’s table, to remember this other side of the
paradox, the side that tells us just how deeply we are cherished
by God ...“this is my body broken for you ...this cup is poured
out in my blood.”

This Totenfest as we remember and experience the pain
that comes from loving, let us also remember the promise of
Christ’s table that never do we know pain without being held
by love.
